In 2008  at the  UUA General Assembly in Fort Lauderdale "Ethical Eating" was selected 
to be a 2008-2012 Congregational Study/Action Issue.  This week, to mark the  40th An-
niversary of Earth Day, many UU Congregations across the US participated in the 
40/40/40 campaign, by having 40 members  or 40% of their membership commit to ethi-
cal eating for 40 days.  

Ethical Eating is a way to address social inequality and environmental justice issues. The 
food choices we make are global in their reach, impacting ecosystems, human hunger,  
animal welfare, and climate change,  as well as our health. Did you know that, on aver-
age, most items on your grocery store shelves will have traveled 1500 miles to get there? 
That the methane from feed lots contributes greatly to global warming?  Most of us are 
completely removed from our food sources. In several generations we have transformed 
ourselves from a rural agricultural economy with an understanding of seasons and how 
our food is produced, to an urban nation, where our food is produced on factory farms 
and feed lots, and reading food labels is terrifying. 

There are small simple steps most of us can make in our daily lives which will make a 
difference: 

• Eat less meat. If you can afford to do so, buy grass fed beef, and free range chickens. 
Serve at least one vegetarian meal each week. 

• Buy locally grown produce, or food produced as close to home as possible. We have 
a Green Market in Boca in the winter and spring—it’s a fun place to shop on a Satur-
day morning. There is also a CSA (Community Supported Agriculture) in which you 
can purchase a share (Green Cay Farms—there’s always a waiting list).  

• Write to your supermarkets and food producers and encourage them to change their 
policies so that  migrant workers can earn a fair wage and improve their living condi-
tions. 

• Contribute (we have a weekly collection here at the fellowship) to a local food bank 
to help feed the needy. 

• Help out in a community garden  - there is one in Boca and one in Delray. 

• Read the labels in the supermarket. If your grandmother wouldn’t recognize the       
ingredients, or it has traveled a great distance to get there, don’t buy it!
