PEACE UPDATE (PEOPLE ENGAGED

IN ACTIVE COMMUNITY EFFORTS)
Congratulations to all 52 members of
UUFBR who attended the PEACE Social Action
Assembly at Calvary United Methodist Church in
Lake Worth on Monday, April 7th; and to those
who telephoned the Commissioners' offices
the following day. You, and the hundreds from
other congregations who joined you, have moved
our public officials to take action.
If you were not in attendance, here is a brief
synopsis of what was achieved:

Dwight Chenette, CEO of the Health Care
District agreed to increase enrollment in two critical
health care district insurance programs by more
than 10 percent, to streamline the application proc-
ess, and to review the district's marketing strategy in
an effort to reach more of the uninsured families in
Palm Beach County. Currently only 22,000 of
226,000 uninsured residents are enrolled.

Commissioner Jess Santamaria agreed to
direct staff to bring back a resolution that would
appoint a task force, whose directive would be to
come up with recommendations for the creation of a
locally funded affordable housing trust fund.

If you were at the PEACE Action Assembly,
you are aware that of the County Commissioners,
only Commissioner Santamaria attended. Commis-
sioners Greene and Kanjian sent aides to observe.
Since the Action Assembly, county staff submitted
a counter-proposal to the PEACE Affordable Hous-
ing Committee. Deputy County Administrator
Shannon LeRocque proposed that the objectives of
the PEACE Affordable Housing Committee be ad-
dressed within the framework of the Commission
on Affordable Housing, as it is currently being re-
structured due to a new Florida mandate to seat 11
rather than 9 on the commission. The PEACE
Committee on Affordable Housing is currently
working to submit names and resumes of individu-
als to be considered for the Commission on Afford-
able Housing to the County Commissioners, and is
preparing materials that clarify PEACE's objectives,
so that direction to the Commission on Affordable
Housing can be negotiated.

It was the presence of large numbers of well
organized people present at the Action which cre-
ated a working relationship between PEACE and
public officials. Congratulations again to all who
rode that bus or drove that extra mile.

Five thousand copies
have been produced, and are being distributed,
along with a letter from Rev. Bill Sinkford, UUA
President, to UU ministers, seminarians, theological
school professors and instructors, and hundreds of
key lay and professional leaders throughout the As-
sociation. During the conversation among these
ministers, they responded to questions posed by the
Rev. Alice Mann of the Alban Institute which in-
cluded:

e What is the saving message of your congrega-
tion?

e How does your congregation help people move
inward and outward on their spiritual journey, and
how does this relate to congregational growth?

e What institutional, organizational, and practical
nuts and bolts need to exist in order for a congrega-
tion go grow and keep growing?

- What are the obstacles or roadblocks to growth?

This is an excellent DVD for ministers and lay
leaders to watch together over several meetings and

benefit from the wisdom of these ministers. A list of
questions to discuss, the same ones that served as
the basis for the conversation in November, is in-
cluded in the packaging, as are the names of the
participating ministers.
