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UNITARIAN UNIVERSALISTS ELECT NEW         
PRESIDENT, TAKE STAND AGAINST TORTURE 
The Unitarian Universalist Association's 2009 General  Assembly 
concluded June 29 with the installation of a new president and the 
passage of several social justice resolutions. 

Rev. Peter Morales, of Golden, CO, has been elected the eighth 
president of the Unitarian Universalist Association (UUA). 
Morales, 62, won with 59 percent of the vote, defeating Rev. Dr. 
Laurel Hallman of Dallas, TX. Morales, who succeeds popular out-
going president Rev. William G. Sinkford, will serve a four-year 
term with the possibility of running for a second term.                           Rev. Peter Morales 

Morales campaigned on a promise to make Unitarian Universalism more racially and cul-
turally diverse. Morales believes that national demographic shifts present this liberal, non-
dogmatic denomination with both a challenge and an opportunity to become “the religion 
for our time.” To accomplish this goal, he said, "Unitarian Universalism needs to reach 
the millions of people who share our theology and values.” 

Morales becomes the first Latino president of the UUA. He was born in 1946 in San           
Antonio, TX, into a family with Mexican-American and Spanish heritage, and he is bilin-
gual. Before hearing a call to ministry, Morales had successful careers in academia and 
publishing. 

The General Assembly passed several social justice resolutions, including a demand for 
"Clean, Honest, and Fair Elections in the United States," a commitment to work for "U.S. 
Ratification of the Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty," and a "Call for a Commis-
sion of Inquiry into U.S.-Sponsored Torture." The torture resolution concludes with these 
words: "Nothing less than the soul of our nation is at stake in confronting U.S.-sponsored 
torture and completely renouncing its use." 

The UUA launched a new public awareness campaign, called "Standing on the Side of 
Love," to counter acts of exclusion, oppression, and violence based on the perceived iden-
tities of victims. The campaign promoted several related public events. Attendees at the 
General Assembly, along with interfaith partners in the Salt Lake City religious commu-
nity, organized a rally on behalf of immigrant families. The Unitarian Universalists also 
hosted an intergenerational "Prom for All," to show support for Salt Lake City's bisexual, 
gay, lesbian, and transgender community.

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P.E.A.C.E.                
UPDATE 
Congratulations to everyone who 
showed up in the downpour to 
PEACE's Action Assembly on 
April 20th. 956 people turned out 
in spite of the downpour. The committees of PEACE 
have been busy following up on the commitments that 
we received from public officials: 

The Board of the Criminal Justice Commission, in 
keeping with the commitment that they made before 
the assembled 956 PEACE members, DID charge the 
Commission with drafting a plan to create Neighbor-
hood Accountability Boards.  PEACE was recognized 
at their Board meeting for getting the idea on the 
agenda. If you recall, Neighborhood Advisory Boards 
are boards of trained facilitators from the community 
that implement restorative justice for young people 
who have committed crimes. This model, which is ef-
fective in Broward County in stopping the cycle of 
crime and violence in which these young people are 
involved, focuses on reparations to the community and 
to the victims of crimes, rather than on incarcerating 
young people.  

 The Affordable Housing Committee has met with 
Commissioner Koons since the Action, and has called 
his office several times to determine at which Board of 
County Commissioners meeting he will be proposing 
the acceptance of the two funding sources for the Af-
fordable Housing Trust Fund. On April 20th, Commis-
sioner Koons committed to bringing such a proposal 
before the Board of County Commissioners, and Com-
missioners Vana and Santamaria agreed to support 
such a resolution. We are continuing to follow up on 
this, because if we do not make it clear that we expect 
Commissioner Koons to follow through, then it is 
unlikely to happen. 

(Update: The meeting referred to here will be on Au-
gust 18. We will carpool from UUFBR. Jan Booher 
will start a list as soon as she has a “time certain” - 
please contact Jan Booher or Bill Bode for more in-
formation.) 

On Monday, June 29th there was a Celebration/
Investment Drive Kickoff Dinner at Holy Name of 
Jesus in West Palm. Temple Beth Torah was recog-
nized for turning out 55% of it's average weekly wor-
ship attendance to the April 20th Action. Pentecostal 
Church of God in Christ was recognized for turning 
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Thank you to all those who signed up to make cof-
fee on Sunday mornings after the service! There 
are  volunteers signed up through August  16, and 
anyone wishing to help out can sign up on the bul-
letin boards in Osias Hall.  

out 139 people, and Holy Name of Jesus Catholic 
Church was recognized for turning out the most peo-
ple to the Action, 181!!! We celebrated our accom-
plishments, had a delicious dinner prepared by Ex-
ecutive Chef Bishop Hightower and his family, cele-
brated the covenanting of  First Haitian Church of 
God, and 6 African Methodist Episcopal churches 
with the organization, and began our investment 
drive. PEACE is supported by a variety of grants, 
and corporate donations, as well as investments from 
members of the affiliated churches 

Every dollar PEACE has generated internally has 
historically been leveraged to $91 of social improve-
ment. The work that PEACE did on Health Care 
alone in Palm Beach County, to pressure the Health 
Care District to expand their program by 25%, cre-
ated $10 million in health benefits. Of course many 
of the outcomes of PEACE's efforts are hard to quan-
tify, such as lives saved by health care and students 
graduating from high school due to PEACE's work 
on improving the Alternative Schools. The expenses 
of the organization are for 1 full time employee who 
coordinates the efforts of all the affiliated churches, 
training so we can be effective, and a modest office.

I thought that I would speak of Howard during Joys 
and Sorrows, but I had more to say than could be ex-
pressed in a few words. I met Howard through a series 
of accidents. First, there was the affiliation of UUFBR 
with PEACE. Second was my presence at the fellow-
ship on the day that Emily Small, the Lead Organizer 
from PEACE, spoke. Third was my decision to attend 
the Issues Training session at which Affordable Hous-
ing and Health Care committees accepted new mem-
bers. And, of course, a similar series of accidents oc-
curred at Temple Beth Torah in Wellington, eventu-
ally seating Howard beside me at a table in a meeting 
room at Calvary United Methodist Church. 

The essence of Committee work with PEACE is that 
people from different backgrounds work closely to-
gether to make sense of complex issues. Working with 
others in this way allows the strengths and insights of 
each member of the committee to become the 
strengths and insights of the other members. It is a co-
creative process. 

In the interdependent web of all existence, of which 
we are a part, I have discovered a new type of connec-
tion to others through inter-faith work. This connec-
tion respects the shared self-interest of members of a 
community, and rejects the divisions that our differ-
ences can create. It embraces our common ability to 
envision and to effect positive change, while rejecting 
cynicism and apathy. It both calls each of us to con-
tribute our best to our community, and sustains us 
through the challenges of honoring that commitment. 
My connection to Howard was created by covenants 
entered into by our respective congregations. I have 
decided to call the loss to our congregation sustained 
when Howard passed away, the loss of a Partner in 
Conscience.  Please hold Howard in your thoughts.

A FRIENDSHIP TOAST 
I congratulate my friend Kerstin 
Kupfermann on her 80th birthday. 

Kerstin is a Gothenberg girl and I am 
a Baltimore boy. She grew up on the 
shores of the Baltic Sea and I on the 
shores of the Chesapeake Bay. We 
each love our homelands. Kerstin is a descendant of 
Vikings who once sailed the Atlantic Ocean in open 
boats and discovered America many centuries before 
Columbus. The Vikings conquered Russia, but met 
their match when they encountered the Kazhars, who 
mingled with Vikings in Southern Russia and whose 
Khan, or King, chose Judaism as his people’s faith in 
the 15th Century.

Last month I wrote about the proposed terms of the 
President and Moderator changing from four years, 
with the possibility of serving two terms, to one six-
year term for each office. There will be a Presidential 
Search Committee (PSC) who will submit at least 2 
nominations for UUA President at the end of a presi-
dential term or when a vacancy occurs in the office 
prior to October of the year before the election. The 
report of the PSC will be announced at GA one year 
before GA at which there is to be an election, except 
in the case of an election to fill a vacancy occurring 
after that date.  

For the election of the Moderator the Board of Trus-
tees (BOT) will submit one or more nominations for 
the office at the end of the Moderator’s term or when 
a vacancy occurs in the office prior to October of the 
year before the election. The report of the BOT will 
be presented at GA one year before the GA at which 
there is to be a Moderator election, except in the case 
of an election to fill a vacancy occurring after that 
date. 

To run by petition for the Office of President or 
Moderator, or to fill a vacancy in an unexpired term 
which occurs prior to December 1st of the year before 
the election the petition may be signed by no fewer 
than twenty-five certified member congregations, 
including no fewer than five certified member con-
gregations located in each of no fewer than five dif-
ferent district. The proposed change in Section 9.6 is 
in the word “may”. The Bylaws currently states 
“shall”. 
Certainly the proposed Bylaws changes for President 
and Moderator are significant and important ones 
which should prompt much discussion. I hope each 
Florida District congregation will devote time and 
energy to debate/discussion concerning the changes. 
Please know I look forward to hearing from you at  
or 813-931-9727. I wish a relaxing summer to you 
all!

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Stand on the Side of Love with Knoxville                                
A letter from Rev. Chris Buice, minister of the Tennessee Valley Unitarian Universalist Church 

July 15, 2009  

On Sunday, July 27th, 2008, a man walked into the sanctuary of my church–Tennessee Valley Unitarian Uni-
versalist Church–and opened fire. Two dedicated Unitarian Universalists were killed: Greg McKendry, an 
usher, and Linda Kraeger, a member of Westside Unitarian Universalist Church. Six other people were injured. 
Every member of our two congregations was affected. 

In the aftermath of that tragic morning, the surrounding community embraced us. We kept our hearts and our 
doors open, and love came rushing in from every direction. 

One year later, I remain deeply grateful for the countless hugs, cards, meals, and prayers that sustained us. I 
could not have known then that our commitment to love in the face of violence would inspire the Unitarian 
Universalist Association (UUA) to launch the Standing on the Side of Love Campaign. I couldn’t be more 
pleased, however, because experience has taught me that brokenness can only be healed with love. 

As we approach the first anniversary of the shooting, I ask you to join this campaign @http://www.uua.org/
socialjustice/ssl/144661.shtml .by pledging to stand on the side of love. 

Unfortunately, our experience is not unique. People across the nation face exclusion, oppression, or violence 
because of their immigrant status, sexual or gender orientation, religion, race, political views, among other 
identities. Such dehumanization must be challenged. This campaign invites people of every faith and belief to 
stand together in the name of love. Our nation is at a critical moment, when our collective voice and action can 
heal families, towns, cities, states, and nations 

One week after the shooting, I returned to the pulpit to rededicate our sanctuary. I said, ‘A man came into this 
space with a desire to do an act of hatred, but he has unleashed unspeakable amounts of love.’ 
Join with me in that unleashing of love. 

I invite you to open your hearts and join thousands of others who are standing on the side of love.
