Welcome to Autumn – like, in South Florida the weather changes 

enough to notice! Though it’s been decades since I lived where 

there are proper seasons, something happens to me in Autumn. The 

sight of yellow school buses, the sound of children playing on play-

grounds (an especially delicious feature of being here at UUFBR, is 

the sound of the Seedlings in our own back yard!), the smells of newly opened packs of 

paper and freshly sharpened pencils.  

For some reason that’s my favorite; I have an inexplicably strong but tender response to a 

freshly sharpened pencil.

New pencils hold the power of new chances, new 

challenges, new inspirations not yet despoiled by the fact I don’t always get it right. 

But then … what if there were no eraser on the other end of our pristine pencil? What if 

every miscalculation must stand? What if all those moments of genius gone awry were left 

to linger on the page, a graphite indictment of our lesser inclinations?  

As a kid, I hated that first mark on my brand new pencil’s eraser. I hated the dark smudgy 

streaks staining the soft pink rubber. I hated the faint remainders of the corrected writing 

still visible on the paper beneath. But then, I was too young to know much of forgiveness. 

If a new, unmarred eraser feels like innocence, then an old, worn, scuffed and scarred 

eraser feels like forgiveness. How many times such an eraser has been called upon to 

make corrections, to absorb error, to make the way clear to try again. Oh, how much I 

loved new erasers in my youth. Oh, how much more I’ve grown to love old erasers with 

each passing page of my life. 

In this season of atonement, let us be grateful for erasers new and old -- new erasers brim-

ming with promise, old erasers that give us the chance to reclaim that promise afresh.
