 There is a great deal to be proud of at UUFBR. 
Our congregation is full to the brim with bright, 
talented, capable folks and we are becoming in-
creasingly diverse as time moves along. Each 
week this Fall I have signed two to three congratu-
latory letters to new members. We are definitely 
in a growth period that appears to be on pace to 
bring our total membership back to the mid-200s 
by the Fall of 2009. As several of our new mem-
bers have come on board, they have immediately 
volunteered to take responsibility in activities and 
to make a pledge of financial support as well. We 
are indeed fortunate that people with energy and 
those willing to make a commitment have chosen 
to join us. 

I must say I have great hopes for UUFBR in 2009. 
Despite the severe economic downturn our coun-
try is in, I believe the Fellowship will not only 
survive but continue to grow. I believe our staff 
led by Harris, will continue to delight and amaze 
us Sunday after Sunday, holiday after holiday. 
And despite the accumulation of pessimism in the 
land, I believe our congregational leaders will 
continue to do creative and magical things that 
add to our cultural development, our intellectual 
clarity, and our spiritual fulfillment. I believe in 
the “Audacity of Hope,” a phrase Barack Obama 
has made a part of our collective vocabulary. The 
more challenging the times, the greater the need to 
hope. Let us approach the new year boldly, with-
out fear, with great commitment and determina-
tion to succeed.

UUSC’s Environmental Justice Program promotes and 
defends the human right to water. The human right to 
water entitles everyone to sufficient, safe, acceptable, 

physically accessible, and affordable water for 
personal and domestic use. 

 
The Story of Serafina  
Water is one of the most important things in our life. 
We need it to drink, to wash our hands, to take a bath, 
and to cook our food. We clean our clothes with it and 
give it to our pets. But we almost never think about it. 
We just turn on our faucet, and out it comes. Can you 
imagine if you weren’t allowed to use water? If 
someone else decided how much water you could 
have? What if it wasn’t enough and you ran out? That 
is how it is for many people around the world. They 
don’t have enough water to do even the most basic 
things. 
 
In South Africa, the water company controls how 
much water goes to each house. If a family is poor, 
they get less water than other families. This happens 
even though the laws of South Africa say that 
everyone is equal and that everyone has the right to 
use water.  

 
 
One woman named Serafina thought that the water 
company was being unfair. She decided to work with 
a group of people to make sure that everyone had 
enough water, no matter how rich or poor 
they were. 
 
Serafina is 71 years old. She is called Makoko, or 
granny, by all of her neighbors and friends. Everyone 
thought that if Serafina was ready to stand up for 
her rights, they should help her! Serafina’s group of 
friends grew and grew! One of them is UUSC. 
 
Together, they went to the supreme court, to tell their 
story. They told the judge what was happening with 
their water, that they didn’t have enough to do basic 
things, like cooking and cleaning. 
 
Outside the court house, people sang songs to show 
that they thought that the water company was wrong 
and that everyone deserves to have water. 
 
Many months went by. Finally, the decision came 
back. The judge decided that Serafina and her 
friends were right, and they should get more water. 
Serafina and her friends were very happy. They 
knew that they had helped to make things better for 
millions of people in South Africa. Now, they are 
teaching everyone, rich and poor, about the right to 
water.
