Particularly now with the ailing economy, faltering in-
vestment markets, we can share their anxieties and lend a sympathetic ear. Young children 
who are victims of homelessness have special needs as they must relocate weekly-- just as 
they have begun to feel “settled”. So extra thanks to those who made the effort to spend 
time with our littlest guests.  
Another social action program where I have “jumped in” is P.E.A.C.E. or People Engaged 
in Active Community Engagement. What will make this year with PEACE even more en-
gaging is the partnering of our Fellowship with the Macedonia AME Church which is the 
oldest religious congregation in Boca Raton. We have attended a pot luck planning meet-
ing at Rev Harris’ home which resulted in an eclectic but tasty and plentiful array of edi-
bles. In fact, we all enjoyed the gathering so much that we spoke of possibly planning 
some inter-congregational fellowship during the year. Again, I was impressed by the gen-
erous spirit of those members who came forward to volunteer their homes and time to 
host/hostess “House Meetings” for PEACE. This year these meetings will provide the for-
mat for the “listening process” which will solicit community concerns from more than 800 
Palm Beach county residents. From the many issues submitted, a number of “action 
items” will be determined. These will then be researched for possible and practical solu-
tions to be presented to the appropriate local officials at the big “Nehemiah Action” rally 
in April 2010. I hope as many of you as possible will participate in the Listening Process 
and will turn out for the April Rally. 
Finally, there is worship. Planning and leading worship is truly a critical component of 
ministerial development.  For my first service, I wanted to bring attention to the issues of 
health care reform. I hope to inform you and enlist you to help make this urgent need a 
reality for so many in need of access to care at this time. The best news is that we do not 
have to begin from scratch since our sister congregation to the north has been involved 
with this issue for some time. I have met with some of those working on this cause at 
UUNPB  and hope to be the bridge that will involve more of us here. 
So it has been a very busy month for all of us. I believe it is only one of many action-
packed months ahead of us during this congregational year. So I close with this thought: 
bring it on!!!
