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WHY? OH ..... WHY! Vada Mossavat

These are difficult times. If we are not facing financial, social or family hardships
ourselves, then we know someone who is.

In the moments when I am not paralyzed by fear or in the grasp of grey despair I remem-
ber one of the most important lessons I’ve ever learned, one taught by Viktor Frankl in
his book “Man’s Search for Meaning.”

While in a concentration camp, Frankl, wondered how some made it through while
others who seemed stronger and more able did not.

He concluded that the deciding factor was a “Why.” Those who had a reason to live, be
it a family they desperately loved, a career to which they longed to return or something
simpler like the love of violin, those people were able to figure out a “How.”

He saw that the difference between life and death was the possession of a “Why.” If you
had it, you were craftier in the face of trouble and you were more resilient when faced
with the worst; your “Why” carried you when your own legs failed.

Your “Whys” are what fuel the innovative and unusual solutions that come out of near
desperation. They help you to find the way to keep a thing of precious value when faced
with the possibility of losing it.

For me, UUFBR and the work I’m able to do here is a “Why.”

We, individually and as a faith community are facing a hard time right now. I, too, am
asking, “What am I going to do?”

After moving through the inevitable wave of natural fear and anxiety I had a moment of
clarity, which came in two parts. First, I realized that I was going to do whatever it took
to stay and continue my work here. Second, I realized “How.”

I created a plan, one that not only addressed the short and long term issues of me paying
my rent and feeding my cats, but also kept my core values intact. My plan has several
steps and many moving parts, but at the center of each part is my “Why.” As an added
bonus, this plan actually sets the stage for me to act on some of the core values in the
greater world. They say, “Necessity is the mother of invention” for a reason.

I see these same wheels turning in the minds of many of you. Ideas are sprouting about
what we can do to solve the financial trouble we are in as a congregation. I know this
place is a “Why” and I’ve no doubt that, together, we will figure out a “How.”

The Board reviewed the UUFBR Policy, Attachment
#7. Fund Raising Policy due to a question that arose
concerning the payment of fees for a Fund Raising
event. In particular, the question was asked: Who
pays for attendance at an event?

Upon discussion and review of proposed language, the
Board unanimously voted to accept the language pro-
vided below.

As per UUFBR Policy, Posting of Policies; The Board
shall post any new policy for 30 days prior to imple-
mentation to allow for comments from the members of
the Congregation.

The procedure for this is: When the Board votes for a
policy addition, change or deletion, the Secretary or
his/her designee is responsible for getting same to the
UUFBR Office to be posted on the appropriate bulle-
tin board/kiosk for at least 30 days and to be published
in the next Unicorn.

This notice should include: name of the policy, full
text and Board meeting date to which comments can
be brought.

If you have comment you may direct it, in writing, to
the Board Secretary, Sharon Drew or you may present
your comment to the Board at the next regularly
scheduled Board meeting on March 15, 2010.

FUND RAISING POLICY

We affirm that all of us are concerned with and work
for the good of the UUFBR community. While our
committees, affiliated organizations, and other special
groups function as distinct entities, the relationship
between them and the Fellowship, as a whole, is one
of cooperative sharing of program, personnel, and fi-
nancial resources.

However, since all entities operate under the Fellow-
ship’s tax exemption (derived from the group UUA
exemption), they need to meet minimum financial re-
porting and disclosure requirements to enable the Fel-
lowship to meet its fiduciary and legal obligations un-
der Federal and State laws.

Budget

To facilitate compliance with its fiduciary and legal
obligations, the Board will require all entities

operating under its tax exemption to prepare
and submit an annual budget that lists proposed reve-
nue, expenses, requests for funding, and fundraising
activities for the fiscal year. Proposed UUFBR Pol-
icy Revision

Fundraising

All entities have the potential to contribute to
UUFBR’s Annual Operating Budget. This policy is
concerned with any fundraising within UUFBR that
is not related to either the annual membership pledge
drive or the Sharex program.

This policy’s intent is to offer opportunities for spe-
cial fundraising, while guarding against unwitting
competitive appeals where funds are channeled to
special goals. It is also designed to assure that
UUFBR complies with Federal and State laws as
well as the IRS rules related to UUFBR status as a
tax-exempt “church”.

This policy does not apply to collections for commu-
nity, denominational, and social action organizations
such as the UU Service Committee, food banks,
UNICETF, or other separate entity unrelated to the
UUA family as a 501(c)(3) organization under Fed-
eral Tax Law.

The following shall apply to all fundraising by com-
mittees, affiliated organizations, other UUFBR
groups, or individuals, other than the annual mem-
bership pledge drive and the Sharex program:

1. As the intent of all fundraising events at UUFBR
is to supplement and benefit the operating budget, all
members and guests shall be required to pay the re-
quested fee for any particular event. This includes
all those who volunteer in helping to make the event
a success. The only exceptions to this are volunteers
who do not partake of the event activities (e.g., food,
entertainment).

2. There shall be a clearly stated purpose/goal for
fundraising activities: e.g. operating funds, play-
ground equipment, special music, and etc. No spe-
cial fundraising events shall be for the purpose of
augmenting staff salaries or benefits.

3. All revenues raised shall be deposited in the ap-
proved Fellowship account. All expenses shall be
submitted for reimbursement from the Fellowship
account not later than 30 days after they are incurred.
A minimum of 50% of the net profits from all fund-
raising activities conducted by UUFBR members
shall be donated to the general operating expenses,
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unless the Board grants a waiver.

4. Scheduling and conduct of all Fundraising events
shall be coordinated through the Administration Office
so that they appear on the Master Calendar, to elimi-
nate competition or unnecessary overlapping of
events.

5. Effective Dates: This policy shall be effective
April 1, 2010.

NOTES:

We recognize the unique history of the Women’s Alli-
ance fundraising and the fact that they traditionally
maintain their own bank account. We applaud their
generosity in furnishing funds to meet specific Fellow-
ship needs through the years. Thus, Item No. 3 above
is waived for the Women’s Alliance. (The Board will
be delighted, however, to continue to accept funds
from the Alliance for the Operating Budget.)

better understand the goals and accomplishments of the
UU Service Committee.

In the midst of their terrible suffering and in the midst
of our pain at their pain, we need to honor their perver-
sity in courage. Adrienne Rich says: “I have to cast my
lot with those who, age after age, perversely, with no
extraordinary power, reconstitute the world.” It’s per-
versely courageous to dig people out with your bare
hands. It’s perversely resourceful to build tent cities out
of scraps and bits and pieces when you have no homes.
The Haitians who are so poor and uneducated, The Hai-
tians whom the world was giving up on, who have not
extraordinary power, are perversely helping each other
survive in an unimaginable situation. When we see this,
we stop seeing them only as victims; we don’t see them
as objects of charity.

They are courageous people; they are survivors, to
whom we must extend our solidarity, not our charity.
We see them in the light of the first principle of Unitar-
ian Universalism: the inherent worth and dignity of
every person. UUSC sees our work as “solidarity with”
not “charity for.” As a social justice organization we
strive towards the 6th principle: “The goal of the world
community with peace liberty and justice for all.” We
place a special emphasis on justice. In our work we
don’t begin by looking at how people are victimized;
instead we begin by acknowledging their rights and how
those rights are being violated. We don’t see the Haitian
people as victims who need aid but as survivors whose
have a right to assistance and relief with dignity.

UUSC is a social justice organization, based on UU
principles, begun by Unitarian Universalists who went

to save Jews from the Nazis in Europe. We work
with and through partners, local organizations in Af-
rica, Latin America, and Asia as well as the U.S., to
defend people’s rights and support their work for
change. We work with labor leaders in the poultry
plants of Arkansas and with street vendors struggling
for their rights in Kenya. We work with grassroots
organizations in South Africa lowering the price of
water for the poor and with Peruvian water workers
who are against water privatization in their country.
In civil liberties we support young Muslims in the
Middle East trying to do human rights work and we
support Muslims and UUs in the U.S.; building
bridges of understanding between each other. Our
fourth area is rights in humanitarian crises, where I
work. We have long term programs in what we call
forgotten conflicts. One of these is in northern
Uganda, helping over 400 hundred families return to
14 villages after 23 years of brutal warfare. While we
work in long term conflicts like Myanmar and Dar-
fur, our short term program responds to emergencies
like Haiti.

In all four of our programs UUSC has decided to ...
cast [our] lot with those who, age after age, per-
versely, with no extraordinary power, reconstitute
the world. And at UUSC over the years, we have
learned that those people who have no extraordinary
power, who are often seen as having little power at
all, and who suffer many setbacks — These people are
those whose vision, hope, and sheer perversity often
does reconstitute their world. So we are taking those
lessons with us into our disaster response work in
Haiti. We are working with a sister organization to
organize a joint block fund to provide food, water,
and tools to the impromptu neighborhood groups tak-
ing people out of the rubble, burying people, and or-
ganizing support. Because they are the first respond-
ers, we are working with the peasant organizations in
Haiti to see if they can provide food to the survivors.

As the grassroots organizations emerge from the rub-
ble of their offices, we will help them rebuild their
work because they will be staying in Haiti to work
with the people long after our appeal dollars are
spent. And we will work with them to find out who
is being left behind when the aid starts rolling out.
And we place our experience and our faith in the un-
shakeable belief that these groups in Haiti will be the
ones who will, perversely and with no extraordinary
power, reconstitute their world destroyed by the
earthquake.
